APPLICABILITY AND CONDITIONS

1. A license to use the parking space is all that is granted to the user:  No bailment or lease of the space is created.

2. The use of designated general parking spaces is on a first-come, first-serve non-exclusive basis.  Parking in designated parking spaces only.  No parking in other areas that may or may not be posted.  Vehicles must fit into the designated space, and not exceed 20 feet in length.  All vehicles must be parked so as not to protrude into roadways or traffic lanes, or in any way created a dangerous situation.  Users must comply with all time limits for use of the particular space.

3. No abandoned, junked, unlicensed (non-current tabs), or inoperable vehicles are to be left on the Airport property.  Vehicles containing flammable, other than fuel/propane in the vehicle’s fuel/propane tank, exceeding 40 gallons of propane or 150 gallons of gasoline or diesel may not be parked in the public parking area.

4. Payments:  Annual payments must be made in advance.  4-week payments are due no later than the end of the 4-week period parked.  Daily payments are due no later than the end of the period parked.  Payments can be put into the supplied envelopes, requested information filled in, and deposited into drop boxes.  Payment envelopes and drop boxes are located by the east and west entrances to the terminal, and gray shacks at the north and south ends of the parking areas.  Payments can also be mailed directly to: Port of Orcas, POB 53, Eastsound  WA  98245-0053, or paid in person at the Airport Operations office in the terminal.  Late payments will be subject to the late charged as stated in the Port’s Overdue Accounts Receivable Policy.

5. Enforcement:  The automobile parking areas are monitored daily.  Violations will be posted on the windshield of any vehicle that is in non-compliance with the terms and conditions.  Any vehicle parked in violation of these terms and conditions may be impounded at the owner’s risk and expense.  The Port reserves the right to require a vehicle to be moved upon 24 hours notice, placed on the vehicle.

6.
Dissemination of policy information:  Signs are posted indicating policy description and rates.

7. Liabilities:  Vehicle owners park at their own risk.  The Port of Orcas assumes no responsibility for any type of damage or theft that may occur while on Airport property.

8. Exclusive spaces:  The Airport does not hold itself out to provide exclusive space leased parking to the general public.  Exceptions to this policy may be made by contract when circumstances reasonably require, including but not limited to:  emergency vehicle parking, regular pickup and delivery, and employee vehicles of persons working at the Airport.
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
